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Market Overview
and Trends

I Shrinking Budgets

According to the most recent Duke University survey, companies are planning dramatic cuts to
employment and capital spending and anticipate double-digit earings decline continuing into the
foreseeable future. In addition, nearly 60% of the companies have had trouble accessing capital, and
nearly half report a higher cost of credit.

I Rising Construction Costs

According to the Construction Cost Index (CCI), construction costs have risen over 100% in the last ten
years. Several factors have contributed to this increase, including increasing worldwide demand for
construction materials, rising energy and transportation costs and recent increases in national
construction activity.

I Smaller Lease Sizes

The majority of real estate leases are for less than 50,000 square feet with nearly 25% of business
owners leasing less than 10,000 square feet of office space. These smaller spaces are harder to come
by and usually cost more to renovate.

I Increasing Churn Rate

According to an International Facilities Managers Association (IFMA) survey, the average churn rate is
45 percent. However, some organizations reported annual churn rates in excess of 200 percent, and
about a third reported rates in excess of 100 percent. That means that for a third of the survey
participants, everyone in the organization moves every year.

I Outsourcing Trend

The International Association of Outsourcing Professionals (IAOP) predicts that in 2009, companies will
outsource operations closer to home, demand immediate savings, pressure service providers and
advisors, value professional certification and local expertise, and emphasize social responsibility.

i Cost Overruns

Although there is great focus on accomplishing projects on-time and on-budget, most projects result in
delays and costs that are higher than estimated. According to the Office of Government, cost and time
overrun can be as high as 100% of the initial contract value.

I Zero-Sum Approach

Today's tight economy is driving tenants away from overspending their Tenant Improvement (T1) dollars
and moving them toward more efficient office space plans that keep renovation costs at or below the
allowances. In addition, many companies demand Tl allowances that include everything from office
furniture to local area network upgrades, which is referred to as the zero-sum approach.

Churn Rate

Churn Rate refers to the percentage of a workforce moving from one workplace to another within
leased premises. This move usually involves the relocation of furniture and office equipment at great
expense and downtime.

I Class

Class is usually used in conjunction with an office property and refers to the quality of the property.
Class definitions fall within the following guidelines:

Class A" Landmark quality, high-rise building in a prime central business district location
(the best of the Class A buildings).

Class A - Generally, 100,000 square feet building or larger (five or more floors), concrete and steel
construction, built in the last 20 years, business/support amenities, strong identifiable
location/access.

Class B - Renovated building, in good locations, newer type buildings, smaller in size, wood frame
construction, and/or in non-prime location.

Class C - Oider, un-renovated buildings of any size in average to fair condition.

I Common Area

Common area is the area used in common by the tenants of an office building. Common area includes
building and elevator lobbies, restrooms and the corridor leading from an elevator lobby to a tenant space.

i Load Factor

In a lease, the load factor is the multiplier to a tenant's useable space that accounts for the tenant's
proportionate share of the common area (restrooms, elevator lobby, mechanical rooms, etc.). The load
factor is usually expressed as a percentage and ranges from a low of 5% for a full tenant floor to as high
as 15% for a multi-tenant floor. This is sometimes confused with the "loss factor" which is the total
rentable area of the full floor less the useable area divided by the rentable area. In New York City, loss
factors can range from 25% (full floor) - 40% (multi-tenant floor).

I Occupancy Cost

Any cost or charge incurred by a tenant pursuant to its lease, such as rent, operating expense
increases, parking charges, moving expenses and remodeling costs, etc.
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I Rentable Area

The square footage for which rent can be
charged. Generally, it is the gross area of an
office building less uninterrupted vertical space such as stairways and elevators. Unlike useable area,
rentable area includes common areas such as lobbies, restrooms and hallways as well as the
measurement of structural columns and architectural projections. Rentable area can be measured in
many ways but the most common measurement for office buildings follows BOMA Standards.

Space Planning

A preliminary space plan is prepared for a prospective tenant at any number of different properties and
serves as a "test-fit" to help the tenant determine which property will best meet its requirements. When
the tenant has selected a building of choice, a final space plan is prepared that addresses all landlord
and tenant objectives and then approved by both parties. It must be sufficiently detailed to allow an
accurate estimate of the construction costs. This final space plan will often become an exhibit to any
lease negotiated between the parties. Preparation of construction drawings for a permit has to be
prepared by architects licensed in the jurisdiction.

Tenant Improvements (TIs)

Tl refers to any enhancements made to the land or buildings to meet the needs of tenants and outlined
in the work letter. Tls may be new improvements or remodeling and be paid for by the landlord, tenant
or in part by each.

Turnkey

Turnkey refers to an owner making a property ready for a tenant to begin business, requiring the tenant
to provide only the furniture, phone and inventory, if any. Turnkey tenant improvements are provided at
the landlord's expense according to plans and specifications previously agreed upon by the parties.

Useable Area

Useable area refers to the secured area (square footage) occupied exclusively by the tenant within a
tenant's leased space. The useable area times the load factor for common area results in rentable area
on which rent is charged. Useable area can be measured in many ways, but the most common
measurement for office buildings follows BOMA Standards.

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The United States Green Building Council (USGBC) is a 501(¢)(3) non-profit community of leaders
working to make green buildings available to everyone within a generation. The Council's LEED®
(Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design) green building certification system is a third party
certification program and nationally accepted benchmark for the design, construction and operation of
high performance green buildings.

As described by the USGBC, LEED® for Commercial Interiors is the green benchmark for the tenant
improvement market. It is the recognized system for certifying high-performance green interiors that are
healthy, productive places to work, are less costly to operate and maintain and have a reduced
environmental footprint.

MAISPACE products qualify for points under several classifications
found in the LEED® checklist for commercial interiors:

>> Resource Reuse in Non-Structural Components: panel systems, furniture, storage, seating and
worksurface products are designed to facilitate moves, adds and changes (MACs) as business
needs evolve. Components that are no longer required including the MAISPACE plug-and-play
voice, data and power cabling can be stored for later use or sold to other users.

>> Construction Waste Management: MAISPACE reduces packaging refuse by offering bulk packaging
and alternatives to traditional corrugated and Styrofoam materials. Cartonless techniques and
minimal packaging for truckload orders are other eco-friendly shipping practices.

>> Resource Reuse in Furnishings and Fixtures: Wherever possible MAAISPACE uses recycled materials
in the construction of its rugged steel and aluminum structural components. Fabrics are available in
recycled polyesters that are free of heavy metals (such as antimony), chlorine and PBTs so they can
be safely and perpetually recycled and re-manufactured in a closed loop system. PET is used for
padding in snap-off panels. In short, all components are fully recyclable at the end of their useful life.

>> Low Emitting Materials: MAISPACE products are GREENGUARD® Certified to meet emission
standards for indoor air quality. The company subscribes to EPA requirements that water- or bio-
based glues be used and that manufacturers use non-toxic dyes and recycled materials in tiles and
panels. Further environmental and cost-saving benefits accrue because panels and other
components are colored using powder coating techniques rather than spray painting.

>> Daylight and Views: Sliding glass doors and stackable clear, frosted or patterned glass panels let in
natural light.
